For the presentation of abstracts, the authors must carefully follow the sample that can be downloaded from
the web sites of the associations.

Acceptance of papers

Authors will be notified of acceptance of their paper and of the mode of presentation (oral or poster) by 30
June, 2010. Important: Delegates having been accepted for an oral or poster presentation should, in order
to be published in the Conference Programme/Abstract Book, settle the registration fee before 1 August,
2010. In this case, the fees cannot be refunded, but a substitution may be made.

Exhibition

Getting to Aix-en-Provence

Flights: The airport of Aix is Marseille-Provence
(www.marseille.aeroport.fr),

only 30 min far with bus from the Aix city centre.
It is the fourth largest French airport and links Aix
with most French and major cities. Several interna-
tional and national airlines serve the city of Aix.
Bus and taxi are available from Marseille-Provence
Airport to Aix City Center.

The bus leaves from the Airport to Aix City Center
each 30 mins with two stops (Aix TGV railway
station, Aix city centre).

Trains: There is a TGV railway station in Aix at 15
min from the city centre by bus and taxi. Through
the TGV Méditerranée, Aix is linked to all French
cities and a number of European ones (Bruxelles,
Geneve, London, Amsterdam, Milano)

Once in Aix, the best way to arrive to the Hotels/
